Just Rewards  
Scarlett Jimenez Receives Citzenship Award 
Named for FSH Catalyst Gene Kitt  

Each season we recognize and pres-
ent our prestigious Citizenship Award 
to one student who has demonstrated 
outstanding sportsmanship, leadership 
skills, and dedication to the core values 
of Figure Skating in Harlem. In 2009, 
the Citizenship Award was renamed to 
honor the life of longtime FSH supporter 
Gene Kitt.   

As FSH Founder and Executive  
Director Sharon Cohen states, “Gene 

was the ‘Genius’ behind Figure Skating in Harlem.” Nearly  
twenty years ago, he responded to the interests of a group of 
girls at his East Harlem youth agency who wanted to learn to  
ice skate. He met with Sharon, and together with Education  
Director Bernice DeAbreu they began creating what was the 
pilot program and forerunner to FSH. The foundation for our 
success was first established and then encouraged by Gene Kitt, 
who believed in the enormous potential of Harlem’s youth and 
their infinite possibilities. 

The 2009 Gene Kitt Citizenship Award was given to 16-year-old 
Scarlett Jimenez. She is a role model to her fellow students and 
has shown an unwavering commitment to her academic studies 
and to the values of the FSH program, including good sports-
manship and respect.  

Scarlett maintains an impressive straight-A average in school 
and participates in science honor programs, most recently en-
tering a research mentoring program at the Museum of Natural 
History. Scarlett has received numerous awards while at FSH, 
including best attitude, and is a member of the FSH Teen  
Leadership Circle, the distinguished Synchronized Skating 
Team, and our student mentoring group. Scarlett was also  
selected as an FSH Student of the Month and was honored  
as a Catalog for Giving Urban Hero.

Scarlett, who has been with Figure Skating in Harlem since she 
was 11 years old, called FSH a “second home” saying that “With 
the support and love I’ve found at Figure Skating in Harlem, I 
can jump and spin gracefully on the ice. More importantly,” she 
added, “I have transformed into a confident, outspoken, and 
ambitious young woman.” 

Tanay Davis Named FSH Student of the Year
Figure Skating in Harlem values the 
amazing potential that each skater 
brings to our program. We believe that 
every girl is entitled to a safe place to 
make friendships, express her creativity, 
and learn new things both off and  
on the ice. We acknowledge those 
students who not only meet the basic 
requirements of FSH, but exceed those 
expectations, providing support to her 
peers, maintaining a positive attitude, 

actively participating in program activities, and upholding a high 
standard of excellence in school and in life.  

This season, we introduced a “Student of the Month” initiative.  
Each month, one student was chosen from each education 
group who best embodied the mission of FSH. In addition, one 
student from the entire student body was chosen to receive the 
prestigious “Student of the Year Award.” This inaugural honor 
was given to 9-year-old Tanay Davis for her hard work, dedication, 
and perseverance both on and off the ice.  

Tanay often volunteered to aid FSH instructors and counselors 
during the enrichment classes and assisted her peers in  
skating techniques while on the ice. During her three years at 
FSH so far, Tanay received a scholarship to attend the Chelsea 
Piers Summer Camp, passed five testing levels of the Ice Skating 
Institute national standards, and has received awards for perfect 
attendance and academic achievement. Tanay attends Talented 
and Gifted elementary school and has said “my proudest  
moment was being accepted into FSH.” We are thrilled to call 
Tanay our Student of the Year! Congratulations!

Jendayi Polite has been volunteering at Figure Skating in 
Harlem both on and off the ice since moving to Harlem four 
years ago. She has made the time to support the organization 
as a skating instructor and volunteer at our special events in 
addition to working full-time at Deutsche Bank and as Princi-
pal and Event Manager at J. Polite Events. “At the end of the 
day I choose to be involved with FSH because I am tremen-
dously proud of the organization Sharon has built and feel 
genuinely privileged to be allied with such a great program.”

Jendayi is now finding a new way to give back to FSH by 
founding the FSH Junior Committee, a group that will allow 
talented, young professionals to help our organization with 
growth projects and fundraising events. Jendayi is a shining 
example of what one person can do to support FSH’s efforts 
in the community, and she is also a great role model for the 
girls of FSH. We are excited to work with Jendayi and the 
members of the FSH Junior Committee beginning with the 
2009-2010 season.
